Too Much Pressure!
By Cassidy Nolen

LS-based motors are amazing. They produce (dtrmam) one horsepower per cubic inch. They aralalininum and modular.
They also mark the first major engine design chagee the 60’s for Chevrolet. After so many yesith the “mouse motor” 350
they used in our beloved ‘glass cars, this newtfa®7 motor can have a few, well, odd glitches.

Case in point: You are driving along and notice yave VERY high oil pressure. Your gauge is pelgng at 80 psi (normal
cruising should be around 40) and you check yogitalidisplay to find your pressure is reading p28 Clearly something is
wrong. Lets see how this system works.




Engines need oil like we need blood. Oil actautiricate parts and provide a thin layer for movéngfaces such as bearing faces and
journals. This thin layer prevents metal on metaitact that would otherwise destroy an engineo [itte (under 15 psi) oil pressure
and you have metal contact. Too much (over 8@)yau risk bursting internal passages and damdugiagings. The system is self-
regulating, self cleaning and simple in design. Camvettes built after 1997, the oil pan draws iiphoough special passages and
then pressurizes the oil through the pump mountéukeafront of the crankshaft before distributimgpi all parts of the engine. Before
1997, the camshaft played an elaborate dance ofimdnigears and a sump pickup that served froneé#nly days of automotive
history. Although a solid system, the new Corveitenot have all the internal parts needed to kbkemwld design. This new system
has proven maintenance free and incredibly efficifine system has a bypass spring and ball theaNaw oil pressure to “bleed”

off if it reaches a predetermined high pressurer gauge reading 125 would be well in excess df g@mwe can be pretty sure its not
a mechanical failure.

The system uses a small screw-in sensor at thedfahk motor to tell the computers and dash gauwgdes is going on. The unit is
fairly complex and does far more than the old diag type elements of previous generations. Wheset units fail, they tend to
send erroneous readings of extremely high numkdos.enough to trigger any check engine lights myad, but very high. The part
is available from any GM dealership of course ueiremost parts stores stock them (I was amazéd$40 part and you get a
warranty to boot!.

Installation would be great “if” either of the folving were the
case: 1. You had hands the size of a 3 yeaoro®i You
didn’'t have that pesky body of the car in the wayreality the
sensor requires you to take the intake manifoldbbffour car.
Not hard to do, no fluids lost and you can do ttwvéa warm or
cold engine. If this is over your head, never feany
competent mechanic should be able to do this farigdess
than 2 hours (warranty pays 1.4 hours labor ondbe
according to GM).

For those of you that are adventurous, email me at
tech@nvcorvetteclub.coand | will send you a
diagram of where to drill a hole under your
windshield wiper cover to access it directly. You
can have the new unit installed in under 20 minutes
with moderate technical abilities. Again, there is
drilling involved (not a word most Corvette folks
are comfortable with...to each his own!)
