Change in the GM Nav Disc Update Program
No more two free nav disc updates for 2008 models..

Sales and Service Bulletin

Models: All 2008 models with factory-installed, in-vehicle navigation -- either standard or optional (Cadillac CTS, SRX,
STS, XLR, Escalade, Escalade EXT, Escalade ESV — Hummer H2 and H3 — Buick Lucerne and Enclave — Pontiac
Grand Prix and Torrent — Saturn Outlook and Relay — GMC Sierra, Yukon, Yukon XL, Envoy, and Acadia — Chevy
Silverado, Avalanche, Tahoe, Suburban, Trailblazer, Equinox, Uplander, and Corvette)

The purpose of this bulletin is to inform GM dealers and dealership personnel of a change to the GM Nav Disc Update
Program. The program previously included two free DVD map updates for customers who purchased a GM vehicle
with a factory navigation system, installed when the vehicle was built.

The program has been modified for the 2008 model year and beyond. Free DVD map updates are no longer included.
This does not affect the original DVD map disc which is provided with the new vehicle. This also does not affect the
owners of 2006 and 2007 model year vehicles with factory in-vehicle navigation. Those owners are still eligible to
obtain a free update or updates.

DVD map updates will continue to be offered by the GM Nav Disc Center. The data on the DVD map disc ages at a
rate of 15-20% per year. As the data ages, the functionality of the navigation system declines. The DVD map updates
are available annually at the beginning of the new model year. The updates are currently priced at $199 + shipping.

The GM Nav Disc Center can be contacted for both disc orders or for assistance with nav system operation. Order
discs via the website, www.gmnavdisc.com, or by phone, 1-877-NAV-DISC (1-877-628-3472). Contact information for
the Center is also included in the Navigation Owner's Manual Supplement (in the glovebox) and on the face of the
DVD disc included with the new vehicle.

Any feedback on this program change should be provided to your Field Sales or Service contacts.

How does the NCM compare to other Museums across th e country?

The American Association of Museums (AAM) recently conducted a survey of museums across the nation. 809
museums responded, including the NCM, and the results were compiled in a book produced by the AAM. The
following summarizes some of this information and includes comparative information for the NCM.

Earned Income per Museum Visitor (Total earned income divided by annual attendance of 125,000)
AAM - Large Institutions earned $10.65 per museum visitor
NCM — Earns $56.84 per museum visitor



Store (81.5% of the responding organizations have a gift shop or store)
AAM — Gross revenue per visitor $1.55
NCM — Gross revenue per visitor $25.33

AAM — Gross profit as a percentage of operating income 6.5%
NCM — Gross profit as a percentage of operating income 29%

The following are more comparisons from the AAM of the NCM to other museums across the country. Large
Institutions are classified as museums with a budget of $3mil. The NCM falls into this category.

The NCM does not receive significant government funding, contributions or endowments.

The
NCM do not utilize volunteers for daily operations, but have several who provide assistance during events, at
show, club visits and in their own towns.

AAM - 61% charge admission fees. The average standard, non-member adult fee is $6.00
AAM - Large institutions average standard, non-member adult fee is $9.00
NCM - Standard, non-member adult fee is $8.00

Marketing Expenses (Materials and activities that promote attendance or the purchase of museum membership or
products, including design, printing and mailing costs for brochures and direct-mail promotions, plus advertising)
AAM — 4.4% of total operating expenses or median of $60,000.
AAM — Large institutions 5% of total operating expenses or median of $430,397.
NCM — 6% of total operating expenses or $258,177
