More than 50,000 gallons of gasoline have beendsawdar in the fuel cell Equinox, more than 100wich are part of the largest
consumer fuel cell demonstration fleet in the wotlte fuel cell electric Equinox runs on electsiaiteated by an on-board fuel cell
stack. The only emissions are wisps of water vapor.

About 5,000 people have driven the fuel cell Equimoshort test drives. More than 80,000 peopldén York, Washington, D.C.,
and Greater Los Angeles, volunteered to drive tHaales as part of Project Driveway, which begaNavember 2007.

Behr-Getz was choserattigipate in Project Driveway
because she would likely purchase a fuel cell \elmat of concern for the environment and to redheenation's use of petroleum.

While Project Driveway shows how easily hydrogenvpred vehicles could become normal transportatfenhigh cost of
development and lack of fueling infrastructure hpuevented a decision on a mass production fukl/ehicle.

In addition to individual drivers, Project Drivewaghicles are on loan to celebrities, a range ggument and non-government
entities, including the U.S. Postal Service whiels delivered more than 700,000 pieces of mailénBfuinox. Other vehicles are
used by Virgin Atlantic and Disney, which wrote tiuel cell into a featured role in a recent episotithe ABC Family comedy
"Ruby & the Rockits."

The significance of Project Driveway is especiappreciated in California, where most of the vedscre in use.
