NVCC'S TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

In the interest of promoting a common langage and understanding within NVCC, the following
was kindly provided by Marsha Batchellor

GENERAL

There are several types of events the NVCC paaiepin. NVCC, NCCC and Non Corvette related. iIVC
events are events held and directed by the Nortieginia Corvette Club. NCCC events are eventxtaned by
the National Council of Corvette Clubs, and Nonv@tte related events may be events that are ditéstether
clubs or organizations, but aren’t directly relatedNVCC or NCCC events.

NCCC sanctioned events, such as Rallye, Autocred<Cancours events, are held according to guideket forth

by the NCCC. Typically, participants in these

events are awarded points for different levelsatipipation, including working the events, whiale @ounted on a
regional and national level. The term “points @rasefers to people who attend events and are&jlyimindful of
incorporating as many points as possible so thbglfecognized at these levels.

NVCC events may or may not be NCCC sanctioned eweith regards to the points systems. For exantipéze
are several NVCC autocross events that occur teateaognized by the NCCC, but as they are notctsamed” by
the NCCC, no points are awarded to participanta cegional or national level. That does not méa points
aren’'t counted and recognized at a local level.

Non Corvette related events may be events thai@reecognized by either the NCCC or NVCC as “défit
events, but that the club or its members may ppédtie in. This may include cruises, drag racingja or
charitable activities, or other activities that niErs are interested in.

Q. What is Autocrossing?

A. Autocrossing is a timed speed event - - younckao drive your car to its (or your) maximum! Trek to you
and your car are minimized, as your car is the onky on the racecourse at any one time. Timinddigécord your
time through a racecourse, down to the thousarfdilsecond. Cars are divided into classes basdideoyear of the
car and the extent of modifications. No modificaiare required, and any car/driver is welcomeitoij on the
speed, challenge and camaraderie. Racing is nol@nd on the car, that's what it was built fothefe is a low-
speed autocross which is most commonly conductddpyions on an open parking lot course and doeseach
high rates of speed (80 mph for modified Group 3)aA high-speed autocross is a more seriousispeent most
often held on a racetrack (like Summit Point) wheest all cars travel faster and where the driveust possess a
High Speed License issued through a driving scidBDE) or from professional instructors.

Q. What is HPDE?

A. At HPDE you learn to drive your car on a roadat@ack as if you were a racecar driver, altholghis not a
timed event. Novices and Intermediates have iokira sitting beside them at all times to guide gswou learn to
drive at race speeds, as well as classroom ingiructt is as safe an environment as you canaktarn how to
drive on a road racetrack. You will be taught tivel as close to race speeds in the straightsiand as you can
while maintaining safety. Corner workers with fagmbulances and wreckers maintain safety. Yauhas to
pass a technical inspection as well. This can imecseriously addicting as you progress and tramsit driving
fast on a racetrack at race speeds. You are peteed to drive like Mario Andretti by the end adession, but you
will get a good idea of what all is involved in HEB (and racing).

Q. What is "Spook"?

A. Spook is NVCC's October High Speed Racing Evehd over two days at Summit Point Raceway near
Charlestown, West Virginia. It's nickname "Spoak'Short for "Spooktacular” - due to its timing nétalloween
of each year.

Q. What is a Cruise?

A. A cruise is when a group of Corvettes hit thaddogether for the purpose of driving our cars emdying each
other's company. There us usually a food stop amiae and often other points of interest suchwasy. Caverns,
Michie Tavern, Skyline Drive and any number of natgting spots. Occasionally there will be a weekemise
event such as to Ocean City, Maryland or CarlBEnnsylvania. At least some part or most of NVO@sers are on
rural, curvy roads where we enjoy the sceneryptdormance of our cars and each other.




Q. What is a Concours?

A. The dictionary defines concours d'elegance ahtav or contest of vehicles and accessories iniwiie entries
are judged chiefly on excellence of appearanceambut’. We have entries from all over the regionl upwards
of 75 cars each year. We have a panel of judgegigedhe winners trophies.

Q. What is a Rallye?

A. Gimmick rallying is a scientific exercise inderstanding and executing rules and instructiortek@soccur
along a pre-defined course. You don't need a giealtof equipment, and the whole family can conteand enjoy
the activity. Road rallying can best described &®ard game on wheels. Just like in a board ggoteget a set of
rules, when you first register for the event. Thedes govern the actual play of the event. Inbtearolling dice,
on a road rallye you get a set of route instrudithrat tell you how and where to turn. Simplelmdurface, but a
road rallye is designed by a devious Rallyemastko, has the personal job of trying to trick yowiioing things
wrongly. The endpoint is usually a restaurant mmdhea where all participants gather for a littleiglizing while
the Rallyemaster tallies up the scores to annotheceesults. Poker Rallyes are combined with tilection of
playing cards during the course of the rallye fanvers of the high and low hands.
