American History Lesson: The 1954 Corvette

Everybody knows this was the second year of thevélta, but this is where magic begins. The 1958eahavith its
limited production and sparse options was the leggof something that would develop for the 1934e production
facility was moved from its humble origins in Flikichigan to St. Louis, Missouri where it would alet see the end of
the C3 line before moving to its current locatinrBowling Green Kentucky. The anticipated produettivas to be
10,000 but fell short by a good margin at a tofe8,640 roadsters.

The car now came with some options. While it retdiits very modest power train (that would seeomiajprovements
in 1955) and 6-volt electrical system (most vels@dethat time had the same) it did come with soaher options. No
tags were ever made vehicle-specific which maks®rations tricky today.

The 1954 was a “diamond in the rough” to say tlastle While the Cadillac’s of the day were luxugpitems like the
remove-and-store windows and leaking top were defina hard sell for just a few dollars less thlaa luxury line. The
“optional” Powerglide transmission was retainedd(ased exclusively) as was the “Blue-Flame” sixrojér engine. All
the vehicles were equipped with vacuum operatedstiield washer systems and AM-seeking radios. hElager did not
draw in fresh air, rather circulated cabin airndfy, the wheels of the 1954 could be found ihaittube or tubeless
configuration with a variable whitewall between ar&d 3 inches.

What started out as a very obvious labor of lovelld@oon become big business. Next month, thegdsathat made the
1954 Corvette find its way (and plant its rootsplgethe American psyche).




Tech Talk

Talking with a lot of people and working on a Iétoars | always get the question “how often shdwbange my oil?”
This is a topic of much contention and usually adyeray to start an animated discussion among yaueithusiast
friends if happen to be at a party and the contiersdegrades to “who has the best cell phone bagrthe moment.”
Well on many of today’s cars there is an “oil ifelicator” that tells you when to change it; howevew accurate each
one is varies by manufacturer. Some base it oeagd alone so when you hit a predetermined milgdigats up.
Others, such as GM’s, base it upon multiple factoich as what speeds you drive, what your averggkength is and
the speeds that you drive. This makes it a vagiapstem where if you do mostly city driving andrhrips it will

prompt you to change your oil sooner, around 3008sm However, if you drive mostly highway mileslong trips at a
steady speed it will prompt you to change it ahbigmileage, anywhere from 5-8000 miles. Thestesyswere made to
help conserve oil, save money, while still proviglanhigh level of protection for your vehicle.

That being said these systems shouldn’t be takdswaand there are still other variables to benakto effect
that the system does not calculate. How much tiagepassed between oil changes, if you race yowrasse it in more
strenuous ways such as towing, off road drivintj,ciimbing, etc. These will affect the amounttwhe between oll
changes and should be taken into effect when detgrgnhow often to change your oil.
