NVCC Teen Driving School

The Northern Virginia Corvette Club held its lat&sien Driving School this November for 50 high sahsiudents, who
were at the beginning of their driving careers.e Students received classroom instruction as welehind in the wheel
exercises stressing car handling, braking and idecisaking. They all received a hands-on lab oimteaance,
checking under the hood, changing a tire and athfaty related issues to driving a car. Thankauroclub members,
their businesses and community organizations, N¥¢&tCoffer our teen driving school, complete withdh, at no
charge to the students.

Each NVCC teen driving school has been filled (@anty filled) to capacity. For most of them, we bdad a walit list.
We have some teens take the driving school moredhae, and if they have siblings, their parentslethem when they
start driving. Parents, who can sit in the bacthefcar while their children are learning behine wheel, learn as much
as their children.
We do not put on these schools alone. The drisaigpol is more than one club
can handle. NVCC has instructor and worker hamfthe Corvette clubs
throughout the east region, as well as instruadgp from local Audi, Porsche and
BMW clubs. Including the students, parents, ingts and workers, we
probably have over 150 people participating inmasicapacities during the day.

The club had to purchase more traffic cones fosstti®ol, as the driving

exercises involve navigating a sea of cones. Tgirout the day, students

practice placing the car between cones without kimgcthem down. The

exercises introduce them to understeer and overstercognize these
conditions and how to respond when they occurthétend of one series of cones, students havectotbair cars up and
maneuver into a parking slot. The braking exertésiches students threshold braking in a striighaind while
steering around a curve. An exercise on a skigd\watered down with soapy water, simulates extresad conditions,
all within the safety of the cones. The studengspaished hard all day long.

As an instructor, it is gratifying to see the stuiddearn driving skills, skills that have neveebegresented to them prior
to the NVCC teen driving school. Many of them raathat this was the first time an adult instrucat beside them and
urged them to, “Go faster!” It is not a problenkimck a cone down in the school. The more thagnlén the controlled
safety of a parking lot, the more prepared theY lvélto deal with a situation out on the road. Pphesonal confidence
and car control skill they gain from the first 9eado the last is also noticed by their parents.

The day ends with a class presentation by a poffoger. The officer
investigates all traffic accidents in the Distia¢tColumbia and it is his job to
notify parents of the death of their children. Hesses that as much fun as they
had learning new skills during the day, that eddfem has a responsibility to
drive within the limits every time they get behitie wheel. Everyone in the
room is equally sobered by his story and advice.

NVCC has more teen driving schools planned forfeiiere. Our goal is to

present two schools a year in our area, one ifethand one in the spring.

NVCC will be bringing this school to other Corve@&ubs in the region and we

are available to start a national program throu@iCi8. Our feedback shows

there is a need for this type of hands-on learfingoday’s young drivers and we are respondinthpi®need as a
member of our community.

Bowling Green Corvette Plant To Layoff 110
FromJenna Mink, The Daily News, Published: November 8, 2008

More job cuts are on the horizon at the GeneraldoBowling Green Assembly Plant.
The plant intends to layoff 110 workers in Januamg shut down production for two weeks
while it cuts Corvette production from 15 to 11 iahss an hour.

The plant will also shut down its Cadillac XLR praion during December, temporarily
laying off
about 30 employees who work on the XLR line. Th@ftts in January affect both Corvette and CadiXadR
production workers. The plant employs around 80€kercs.

Plant officials informed employees of the cuts Ryianorning. “Most of our employees knew that more
changes would be made to our production schedatedupon more recent sales figures,” said AndedesH
communication director for the Bowling Green plafitjust don’t know if they expected it to be ag lof an
impact as what we announced this morning.”

The January cuts top a list of gloomy announcenfentSM workers this month. Officials announced las
week plans to close the plant for a week in Decerntbee-evaluate inventory and lessen productianimers
for the month. That shutdown is still scheduledd¢our, Hales said.

And about a month ago, the Bowling Green planteddder a week to slice Corvette production fronb1i®. 15
vehicles an hour, a move that resulted in aboubstjobs. Plant officials plan to cut XLR prodiact in 2009
but do not yet know details of the production cuBficials also are not sure if the Corvette limd face
further cuts next year, Hales said. “At this timething is certain and we really just take ittinde and watch
our sales figures, our sales results and the dvaeaket,” she said.

Corvette sales took a nosedive in the past few hsoi8ales plummeted about 53 percent in October
compared to sales through October last year. [@adflLR sales decreased 56 percent this year cadpgar
sales through October 2007 last year. “Corvetiessthey were doing fairly well until

the last few months,” said Tom Wilkinson, spokesparfor General Motors. “A lot of luxury

segments have been pretty heavily impacted.”




A lack of consumer confidence due to a dwindlingremmy is to blame for the sales plunge, he said.
“The people who have the money are not spendihbetsaid. “And the people who don’t have the moare
having trouble getting credit.”

General Motors recently reported a $2.5 billiorslosits third quarter for this year. “Third quarearnings in
industry sales are very, very low right now,” Witkbn said. “By some measures, it's the worst itrgius
(situation) since World War 1l.” The company planday off about 3,600 workers and slow productbi 0
assembly plants early next year, according to tepor

The Bowling Green plant will shut down the weeklah. 5 and the week of Jan. 12, Hales said.
“It's an unfortunate situation,” Wilkinson said. tiBsales are running at a very low pace, and noksosyre
when they are going to pick up.”

Automakers are requesting $25 billion in governniantls for economic relief, according to reports.

The Energy Department has taken steps to offeb@kan for the production of fuel-efficient vehies, but
automakers are lobbying the government for moradda help repair the wounded automobile markegnts
say.

“The U.S. government’s actions to help stabilize ¢hedit markets and eventually ease the creditctrare an
essential first step to the economy’s and the matostry’s recovery,” GM CEO Rick Wagoner said inews
release. “But further strong action is requiretlVilkinson said government-backed loans are ctititwaget
through the next year or so. We think the autastiy is absolutely worth supporting.”

Winterizing your Corvette for storage

So you've decided that you want your corvette $o lenowing that road-salt accelerates oxidatiast{ng), you have
made the decision to store your baby for the wintert how do you make sure everything will be fimeen you go to
start it in the spring. Thisow toarticle will cover the various points to consigéren winterizing your corvette and is
not intended to be the bible on how to winterizarycorvette.

There are a number of arguments both for and agsterging your corvette up through out the wintewill not elaborate
on the finer points of either as | wish not to fhaa fire of debate - | will cover the "no-start" thed of storing a corvette

The first step is to find a good clean, dry, sedocation to store your corvette. Funny thing aboankind is that we
have developed highly sophisticated corvette-cavastter known as garages. A garage with a ctapaa is ideal.
Ideally, the garage will have electrical service & easy to access.

Once your corvette is ready to be put into storgga,must prepare the storage environment. Reptwill be to sweep
the floor and clean/dust the walls around. A cleavironment is ideal!

Once the garage/storage area is clean, lay downpjastic drop-sheet where you will be leaving tbevette. Before
purchasing the plastic vapor barrier, ensureldrige enough to envelop the lower half of your gkhi

First step is to change all "standard" fluids stbdvers almost all fluids. When | prepare a cibevior storage, | change
the following fluids: engine coolant, engine dwdraulic clutch, hydraulic brake and windshieldstver

If you are not sure how to change any of the alflovgs, go to a professional! Be sure to fill yaas tank all the way to
the top. This will save your fuel system from @atidn and will also displace any water that mayenity be in the
system. Be sure to add the fuel system stabidizére same time - following the directions (whigdually includes
driving the corvette for 20 min. after)

Once the storage area is prepared and standamesefaintenance is completed, you will now focugpoeparing the
corvette for the storage environment. Start bgmleg out the interior of the corvette - leave mughoehind. Vacuum,
dust, clean .. the more spotless your corvettibésbetter it will handle storage.

This is essential to preventing mold, mildew arittems from overcoming your precious interior. Aletls face it, when
you pull the corvette out of storage, you don't itarbe greeted by a mess!

Once the interior is spotless, you should now fogus attention on the exterior of the corvettéarSoy washing the
corvette from top to bottom - everywhere! Thigigerydaunting task .. though it will preserve the ctiee After
washing + drying the corvette, give it one of tlestowvax jobs of its life! Don't skip areas suchtesdoor-jambs, and
under the hood. Leave no painted surface untouchiis is to protect the paint from the environmeflso be sure to
polish any chrome surfaces to help preserve thgegus luster.

When all maintenance + cleaning items have beearedy you are now ready to position the corvettestarage. Start by
parking the corvette on the plastic drop sheete rfHason you should have a waterproof drop shéefisevent fluid
transfers in both directions (ie. prevent waterordpom rising from below the corvette, and prevesiicle fluids from
staining the cement [or other] storage pad). Thstig sheet will also help prevent rodents frondiing a nice winter
nest. Once the corvette is in position, place treeatte on jack-stands. The reasoning for thisvesfold: 1) it takes the
strain off suspension components, thus slowingtieg on such components as bushings and shocikprayents your
tires from developing "flat spots.” If you are rsatre how to jack up your corvette, consult thealehmanual for
approved jacking points. Once on jack-stands,areuready to prepare the vehicle drive-train forage.

Next step will be to plug the tail-pipe(s) with skevool. This will prevent rodents and other exigt from using your
exhaust system as a winter home. Depending onvghicle's intake system, you should also plug @nyaining orifices
with steel wool. Do not engage the parking brakéha brake pads may become fused to the rearsooskes the winter.
The vehicle should also be left in neutral in taeecof a manual transmission




Next step will be to remove the vehicle's battevjost batteries daot winter well at all. All batteries discharge over
time so you must ensure that your battery doeslisoharge too much, otherwise, it will age premaljurThe best
solution to this problem is a special type of bgtharger called a battery tender. These basi@ving devices "float" a
battery charge at a specific voltage and do nostamtly charge the battery (which can ruin it).0 $&r a battery tender
can save you from buying a $50+ battery every amoplyears. At this stage, you are almost donektNtep will be to
tuck the plastic drop sheet up and around the tvolttalf of your vehicle. This once again preventssture from
diffusing from underneath the corvette.

Last step will be to cover the corvette with yoaneette cover. The ideal corvette cover for garsigeage will be
permeable (material that breathesniet a tarp) and somewhat thick. There are a largebeuf aftermarket corvette
covers available - don't go cheap .. it will protgour corvette!

That's it! You're done .. now comes the worst p#ire waiting. After a long 4-5 months, your cefte will be ready to
run free once again.

Gimme A BRAKE!

About a year ago | noticed my brake fluid bottleswlling me some things | did not understand. Jide said it had a
“wet” and a “dry” boiling temperature. Now, bestduld figure, brake fluid all looked pretty weAfter some
investigation | discovered what they were talkibgat.

Theoretiy, as long as you don’t ever get the fluid hobegh to reach this magic
number, the fluid does not thermally break dowtne Tluid temperature changes depending on whaaatnants the
fluid is exposed to. Brake fluid should alwaysused from a clean, sealed container. The natupeasi® fluid makes it
hydroscopic, or able to absorb moisture. A contateid fluid has a MUCH lower boiling point (usuaftilan the clean,
pure fluid. Fluid in its pure state is given aytboiling point. This is probably a more accurégenperature reading for
a racecar that gets fluid flushes regularly. Tmsnumber is VERY optimistic for our everyday fiafcars. The “wet”
boiling point refers to the fluid with about 3% ¢amination with moisture. Given the length of timenditions and lack
of maintenance most cars have, this is a far memalstic number. In other words, the wet numbéehésone to go by
unless you change the fluid between track days.
